tion of the program but also in achieving a four anchor rating
for Collins Bay Marina. We all need to continue do our part to
support and further this effort and 1 have asked Hub to con-
sider how we can best help!

While on environmental matters, [ was horrified this weekend
to see how fast that the cormorants are taking over the most
Easterly of the Brother Islands Most of their activity is hidden
from our normal view as it is on the Southerly shore of the is-
land. I am very concerned that it will soon be reduced to the
lifeless states of Snake , Salmon and the Westerly Brother.
Despite newspaper articles and other communications the Min-
istry of Environment seems to be unresponsive. I would like to
see the club take a proactive stance on this and would welcome
your comments,

We have decided to go ahead with the replacement of the flo-
tation for the clubhouse. After various options were considered
and a number of inquiries into plastic barrels were made it was
decided to go with steel pipes , similar to those which support
the docks. Main reasons were the durability and experience
with this system vs uncertainties with availability, logistics in
transport and foam filling and potential environmental issues
with plastic barrels. The pipe is now on order and Hub has
kindly agreed to support the project both practically and finan-
cially with welding and installation.



This is an expensive but essential project and the material
costs will deplete the Club reserves significantly, We will need
help from members to paint the floats with epoxy paint to
avoid the labour costs, so later in the season please consider
volunteering for this task.

Also please consider the proposal to host EYC in 2004 which
was published in the July mixer. There is a suggestions box in
the clubhouse or you can contact Bill Visser or any member of
executive. | have heard one concern regarding potential over-
load of the facilities at the Marina during the event. This was
something we realized that we would need to avoid and was
addressed in the planning. We would propose to have tempo-
rary washroom and shower facilities for the event .As we have
said the event will need the support of all members if we are to
host it so please keep the suggestions coming!

Sailing School

In July 1989, CBYC purchased the Loyalist Cove Junior
Sailing dinghy fleet of 3 Laser II's and 5 Petrels and a
chase boat, motor and trailer to begin a Sailing School
Program in Collins Bay. To finance this new venture,
several club members purchased $500. loan agree-
ments, which were repaid as the program grew. We re-
ceived a good response to the White Sail Program that
first season which ran from July 17 to August 25 with an
average of 10-12 students per one-week session.

It seemed like a big undertaking for a relatively new club.
Could we really do this? The program has grown and
become a very successful facet of CBYC. From 1990 to
2001, the CBYC Sailing School has graduated 715 youth
and adults in White and Bronze Sail. You can see our
next generation sailors practicing in Collins Bay each
weekday in our new fleet of Hunter 140 dinghies.

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Thoughts on Safety

We sailed from Niagara-on-the-Lake to Whitby today.
Wind was 25+ knots from the north east and we made the
passage on one tack. Seas were up to two meters and
there was some spray, but other than that, it was a good
run. Knowing that the deadline for the Mixer had arrived, |
was forced to start dredging for some ideas.

Some great thinkers decided in their time, that the
Great Lakes are not lakes at all but inland seas. The
premise was that the lakes are so large that they behave
like oceans and should be treated accordingly. That is an
interesting thought. Would you think of sailing from Hali-
fax to Atlantic City with the same confidence as sailing
from Windsor to Thunder Bay? They are roughly the
same distance. Given the number of books written about
shipwrecks on the Great Lakes, the inland sea idea bears
thinking about.

Weather was something we kept in mind today vis
a vis safety. After some very nice days, a change in the
weather should be expected. First, there was an east
wind, which is bad news. As the day progressed, clouds
built in the west in text-book order. By the time we arrived
in Whitby, the blue sky had been replaced by a very
threatening one. It is not a very pleasant night tonight. In
the “Wind, Weather, and Waves” book, which may be
found in the clubhouse, there is a very revealing observa-
tion: “As the skies appear to a man, so is his mind. Some
see only clouds there; some, prodigies and portents; some
rarely look up at all."—Thoreau, Jan 17, 1852.

One last point. In Niagara-on-the-Lake | saw a happy
boating day turn unsafe and hence unhappy in a very few
moments. A large power boat made an ill conceived ap-
proach to the gas dock. Ignoring the fact that he had a
line ashore, he backed out, was caught by the wind and

current and turned crossways in the approach to the ma-
rina inner basin. At that moment, a sailboat under power
was leaving the inner basin (single handing). Although the
space between the power boat and the corner of a dock
was disappearing at an alarming rate, the sailboat held on.
A few seconds later, the sailboat essentially became a
fender between the power boat and said dock. Well, there
didn’t appear to be any material damage and the sailboat
proceeded on its way. The power boat which, at this time,
seemed to be commanded by committee, finally went
alongside the gas dock. The problem(s) here stemmed
from lack of foresight by all concerned. A little planning
and thought about ‘what if' could have avoided this whole
incident.

Of course, there are safety factors to consider in
boating, but this is enough for now.

Read on...

Please familiarize yourself with our Environmental Policy
which is posted on the bulletin board and is included in our
annual General Information mailing. The following are ex-
amples of easy steps you can take to make a difference.

Waste oil, antifreeze and batteries are accepted free of
charge, however, it is important that these materials are
actually handed over to our staff for proper handling.
Please keep the materials in closed containers to prevent
spillage. If you see new or visiting boat owners looking for
a place to dispose of these materials please tell them to
bring them to marina staff.

Recycling totes for cardboard, paper, plastic, glass and
cans are conveniently located throughout the property -
please use them! We are surprised at how often we find
cardboard boxes, bags of cans and other recyclable ma-
terial thrown into the garbage cans instead of in the adja-
cent recycling tote.

Waste fuel, paint and other hazardous wastes are not
safe for us to store. They can be taken free of charge to
the household hazardous waste drop off located at 70
Lappans Lane (open every Thursday and the second
Saturday of each month from 9 am to 2 pm).

In other news, we would like to announce a service we
are providing for sailors heading south this fall. We are
destepping masts and shipping them to Hop O’ Nose
Marina in Catskill, NY. Hop O’'Nose will step your mast
and you'll be on your way to the sunny south. If you
have any friends who are heading south, tell them all of
the details are available on our website at www.
