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What to Know About Hurricane Prep?

It's the middle of the winter, so what better time to talk about...hurricanes?

Hurricanes show up in June and plague the east coast until November, and can affect your boat
anywhere from Florida to Maine, and the Caribbean. These tremendous storms originate in the
tropics and pick up power from warm water as they spin their way to shore, wreaking having over a
path hundreds of miles wide. Even if one grazes your marina, your boat may see damaging winds and
aggressive storm swell and waves.

Since no place on the east coast is 100% safe, what are a few things to think about in case a storm
shows up next season? While there’s little to be done when your boat is covered for the winter,
there’s no reason you can’t work out a strategy now and start scouring the spring boat sales for
protective gear.

The danger
The chief dangers of a hurricane are high winds and storm surges.
Tropical storm and hurricane-force winds cause direct damage to loose items, and whips up waves
and chop even in protected areas. Winds strip covers off sails, shred sails off boats, causing rig
damage, rip loose objects off decks and rails, and set boats into violent motion that leads to lines
chafing and breaking, causing more damage or even sinking.
Storm surges cause local flooding, but may also lift docks far beyond their design tolerances and
damage boats tied to them. Floods can carry boats broken free of docks or moorings on shore,
leaving them stranded and damaged.

A Polar diagram describes how fast a sailing boat may go at different wind speeds (TWS) and in different
angles to the wind (TWA).

With the latest release of LightHouse Operating System 4.4, Raymarine now has hundreds sets of Polar
Performance Data for popular sailing hulls. If your hull is preloaded, simply choose your yachts make and
model and enjoy the advanced features polar performance data enables, such as tack angles to achieve
optimum VMG upwind and downwind, time, and distance to tack, and the percentage of polar boat speed
being achieved.

In order to benefit from these advanced sailing features, you need your vessels Polar data. A polar diagram
describes how fast a sailing boat may go at different wind speeds (TWS) and in different angles to the wind
(TWA). Every type of boat has its polar diagram (or VPP, velocity prediction program), computed from hull
shape, weight, rigging, and a sail setup. Raymarine uses this polar information to calculate the fastest choice
of path for the current wind speed and direction.

Province Proposes Changes to Anchoring Rights

At the Ontario Regional Boating Advisory Council Meeting held in mid-January, members
heard about an issue regarding the construction of “sea cans” on a barge unit being then
considered a vessel.

The Council is made up of Transport Canada, the Coast Guard, the OPP, and
organizations such as Ontario Sailing, Boating Ontario etc. and is currently chaired by
Rick Layzell, CEO of Boating Ontario.

In mid-February, the Province released a consultation paper to try to put wording in place
for limitations on these types of units. The details can be found here: Proposal to amend
Ontario Regulation 161/17 to the Public Lands Act to change the requirements for
camping on water over Ontario’s public lands.

Unfortunately, the materials presented inadvertently included the potential for affecting
traditional boating in the Province, including anchoring as a “right of navigation".
Ontario Sailing, our members, and other interested parties have inundated the Province
with responses to this issue.

Ontario Sailing's Executive Director, Glenn Lethbridge, has received a phone call from the
Honourable Graydon Smith, Minister of Natural Resources and Forestry, regarding this
issue. The Hon. Minster apologized and stated very clearly that they do not have any
intention to affect our sector and this was a error in the way the proposal was written.
Lethbridge has also had a follow up call with the Minister's Chief of Staff to confirm this.
Calls to Boating Ontario’s CEO Rick Layzell by the Minster and their staff conveyed the
same message.

The Ministry will go through the process of hearing from the sector and will make sure this
confusion is cleared up so as to not affect our activities.

Ontario Sailing asked Michael Vollmer, P. Eng. and former President of Ontario Sailing, to
write a opinion regarding the way the amendment was written, as he is a recognized
expert in recreational boating matters in Canada.

The Ontario Government, in response to the creation of “Float Homes" on several lakes,
has proposed to limit the right to anchor on most bodies of water in the province. The
Provincial Crown owns the lakebed. This will have a serious impact on boaters wishing to
anchor while cruising, even for short periods, such as lunch. On a more serious note, it will
effectively eliminate many “safe harbours™ used in bad weather.

The creation of these floating homes on barges, which are either anchored or tied to the
shore and intended to be permanent in their location, has landowners concerned about
their property rights and their own appreciation of the water. The Province wants to
change the Regulations governing “camping on water” to control these “floating
accommodations”.

The Province proposes to define vessels with accommodation as “liveaboards” and
“houseboats” (watercraft intended primarily for use in navigation equipped with facilities for
overnight stays while travelling). The definition would exclude floating accommodations or
float homes (house-like structures incorporating a floatation system, intended for use or
being used or occupied for residential or longer-term purposes and not primarily intended
for, or usable in, navigation) or barges with residential units or camping facilities. They
then propose to control anchoring for liveaboards and houseboats. Presumably, float
homes would be governed by new regulations, which we have not seen.

There is some concern over jurisdiction, as the Federal Government has sole control over
“navigation” and the courts have found that "anchoring” is part of the “practice of
navigation®. The Province frames their proposal as “camping on water” and is attempting
to apply rules for camping on land to lakes and rivers. This is their proposal:

« reduce the number of days that a person can camp on water at one location in each
calendar year from 21 days to 7 days;

increase the distance that a camping unit on water must move to a different location
from 100 meters to 1 kilometer; amd.

add a new condition to prohibit camping on water within 300 meters of a developed
shoreline, including any waterfront structure, dock, boathouse, erosion control
structure, altered shoreline, boat launch and/or fill. “Camping” within 300 meters of
shore would be allowed in front of vacant land.

The intent of these changes is to minimize the impacts of camping on-water and ensure
camping on-water remains a temporary activity. According to the Province, none of these
changes would impact a boater’s ability to navigate, including reasonable mooring.

The Province also claims these regulations would not impact the common law right of
navigation and reasonable moorage or federal regulations of navigation. It is the opinion of
Ontario Sailing that these proposals will have a negative impact on our use of the water,
and we will defend boaters'’ rights to navigate freely.

Window Closes, Warns IPCC

Another hard-hitting report from the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC). But
this time, the scientists are issuing more warnings to decision-makers around the world.
Climate inaction does not mean the end of the world, but the world will be profoundly
changed by the end of the century. Unless radical changes are made, the coming upheavals
could be unprecedented.

The IPCC is warning decision-makers around the world of the climate emergency. Decisions
made today will have impacts "for thousands of years," the scientists warn in their sixth
assessment report.

The Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) unveiled on Monday its sixth
assessment report since its creation in 1988. While many of the findings were already known -
the report synthesizes the six reports published by the IPCC since 2018 - the summary for
policymakers serves several warnings to elected officials.

First warning: the window of opportunity to limit global warming to 1.5 degrees is "closing
fast," the IPCC reminds us. To achieve this, greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions must be
reduced by 43% by 2030. However, the current commitments do not allow to reach this target
and even make "more difficult to limit warming below 2 degrees Celsius", it warns.

Another warning: the risks associated with climate change "will be increasingly complex and
difficult to understand," the IPCC says. That's why scientists point out that every tenth of a
degree counts in the fight against global warming.

The award-winning team behind some of the world’s most stunning high performance
superyacht tenders has launched a new Falcon electric tender — the ES.

The design of the 8-metre open tender was conceived by ThirtyC Yacht Design, who also
designed the all-electric Navier hydrofoiling boat. The electric propulsion for the Falcon E8
comes from the Vita Power division of Vita Yachts.

The Vita Power proprietary drive train, throttle and touchscreen technology packages are
available in a 9ok'W continuous / 120k W peak system or with 150k W continuous / 220kW
peak power output. In horsepower measurement that equates to peak outputs of approximately
r7ohp and 300hp. The boat is expected to reach a 20 knot cruising speed with a top speed of 30
knots.

The accompanying batteries are available with energy storage capacity of 63 kWh or 126 kWh.

Province Proposes Changes to Anchoring Rights

At the Ontario Regional Boating Advisory Council Meeting held in mid-January, members
heard about an issue regarding the construction of “sea cans” on a barge unit being then
considered a vessel.

The Council is made up of Transport Canada, the Coast Guard, the OPP, and
organizations such as Ontario Sailing, Boating Ontario etc. and is currently chaired by
Rick Layzell, CEO of Boating Ontario.

In mid-February, the Province released a consultation paper to try to put wording in place
for limitations on these types of units. The details can be found here: Proposal to amend
Ontario Regulation 161/17 to the Public Lands Act to change the requirements for
camping on water over Ontario’s public lands.

Unfortunately, the materials presented inadvertently included the potential for affecting
traditional boating in the Province, including anchoring as a “right of navigation".
Ontario Sailing, our members, and other interested parties have inundated the Province
with responses to this issue.

Ontario Sailing's Executive Director, Glenn Lethbridge, has received a phone call from the
Honourable Graydon Smith, Minister of Natural Resources and Forestry, regarding this
issue. The Hon. Minster apologized and stated very clearly that they do not have any
intention to affect our sector and this was a error in the way the proposal was written.
Lethbridge has also had a follow up call with the Minister's Chief of Staff to confirm this.
Calls to Boating Ontario’s CEO Rick Layzell by the Minster and their staff conveyed the
same message.

The Ministry will go through the process of hearing from the sector and will make sure this
confusion is cleared up so as to not affect our activities.

Ontario Sailing asked Michael Vollmer, P. Eng. and former President of Ontario Sailing, to
write a opinion regarding the way the amendment was written, as he is a recognized
expert in recreational boating matters in Canada.

The Ontario Government, in response to the creation of “Float Homes" on several lakes,
has proposed to limit the right to anchor on most bodies of water in the province. The
Provincial Crown owns the lakebed. This will have a serious impact on boaters wishing to
anchor while cruising, even for short periods, such as lunch. On a more serious note, it will
effectively eliminate many “safe harbours™ used in bad weather.

The creation of these floating homes on barges, which are either anchored or tied to the
shore and intended to be permanent in their location, has landowners concerned about
their property rights and their own appreciation of the water. The Province wants to
change the Regulations governing “camping on water” to control these “floating
accommodations”.

The Province proposes to define vessels with accommodation as “liveaboards” and
“houseboats” (watercraft intended primarily for use in navigation equipped with facilities for
overnight stays while travelling). The definition would exclude floating accommodations or
float homes (house-like structures incorporating a floatation system, intended for use or
being used or occupied for residential or longer-term purposes and not primarily intended
for, or usable in, navigation) or barges with residential units or camping facilities. They
then propose to control anchoring for liveaboards and houseboats. Presumably, float
homes would be governed by new regulations, which we have not seen.

There is some concern over jurisdiction, as the Federal Government has sole control over
“navigation” and the courts have found that "anchoring” is part of the “practice of
navigation®. The Province frames their proposal as “camping on water” and is attempting
to apply rules for camping on land to lakes and rivers. This is their proposal:

« reduce the number of days that a person can camp on water at one location in each
calendar year from 21 days to 7 days;

increase the distance that a camping unit on water must move to a different location
from 100 meters to 1 kilometer; amd.

add a new condition to prohibit camping on water within 300 meters of a developed
shoreline, including any waterfront structure, dock, boathouse, erosion control
structure, altered shoreline, boat launch and/or fill. “Camping” within 300 meters of
shore would be allowed in front of vacant land.

The intent of these changes is to minimize the impacts of camping on-water and ensure
camping on-water remains a temporary activity. According to the Province, none of these
changes would impact a boater’s ability to navigate, including reasonable mooring.

The Province also claims these regulations would not impact the common law right of
navigation and reasonable moorage or federal regulations of navigation. It is the opinion of
Ontario Sailing that these proposals will have a negative impact on our use of the water,
and we will defend boaters'’ rights to navigate freely.

La Fenétre Se Referme, Prévient Le GIEC

Un autre rapport percutant du Groupe d’experts intergouvernemental sur I’évolution du climat
(GIEC). Mais cette fois-ci, les scientifiques multiplient les mises en garde a I’endroit des décideurs
du monde entier. L’inaction climatique ne signifie pas la fin du monde, mais le monde, lui, sera
profondément transformé d’ici la fin du siécle. A moins de changements radicaux, les
bouleversements a venir pourraient bien étre sans précédent.

Le GIEC multiplie les avertissements aux décideurs du monde entier face a I'urgence climatique.
Les décisions prises aujourd’hui auront des impacts « pour des milliers d’années », préviennent
les scientifiques dans leur sixieme rapport d’évaluation.

Le Groupe d’experts intergouvernemental sur I’évolution du climat (GIEC) a dévoilé lundi son
sixieme rapport d’évaluation depuis sa création, en 1988. Si plusieurs constats étaient déja
connus - le rapport fait la synthese des six rapports publiés par le GIEC depuis 2018 -, le
sommaire pour les décideurs sert plusieurs mises en garde aux élus.

Premier avertissement : I'occasion d’agir (window of opportunity) permettant de limiter le
réchauffement planétaire a 1,5 degré se « referme rapidement », rappelle le GIEC. Pour vy arriver,
les émissions de gaz a effet de serre (GES) doivent diminuer de 43 % d’ici 2030. Or, les
engagements actuels ne permettent pas d’atteindre cette cible et rendent méme « plus difficile de
limiter le réchauffement en dessous de 2 degrés Celsius », prévient-on.

Autre mise en garde : les risques liés aux changements climatiques « seront de plus en plus
complexes et plus difficiles a appréhender », indique le GIEC. C’est pourquoi les scientifiques
signalent que chaque dixieme de degré compte dans la lutte contre le réchauffement planétaire.
